Joining the KTOSA brought me three keys to success.

Let's start with the stage of submitting a portfolio. In the very beginning, | thought submitting
a CV was just simply listing out all activities and introducing myself. However, it turned out
that summarising my past activities and services required a long time. | was often confused
and frustrated about document formatting and categorising different information needed.

Hope is like a tiny ember in the dark forest - After lasting frustration, | realised that | was not
the only one going through these obstacles. Instead, | decided to seek help from teachers and
peers. That's the first thing | learnt - There is often someone standing by me whenever | am
facing unexpected challenges, if | ever ask.

Moving to the most challenging part - preparing for the interview. To be honest, | had exactly
no idea about what | should say or how | should act on that day by just listening to my
teachers. Surprisingly, | learnt the most important key through the conversation - keep calm.

Right before the interview, | told myself to breathe slowly and get prepared for the upcoming
interviews.

Submitting the portfolio was only the starting point. While it required effort, the real
test came with preparing for the interview. | was filled with uncertainty, unsure of
what questions would be asked or how | should present myself. The fear of freezing
mid-sentence constantly lingered in my mind. To overcome this, | began preparing
thoroughly. | practised common interview questions, organised my thoughts in writing
and arranged mock interviews with my teachers. Their comments played a crucial role
in helping me refine my responses and gain clarity in expressing my ideas.

If you ask me how to become a Kwun Tong Outstanding
Student, | would say that being brave and learning from
failure are the keys.

One of the criteria for becoming a Kwun Tong Outstanding
